DESCRIPTION: Capoeira is a dynamic Afro-Brazilian art form that combines martial arts, acrobatics, music, 
and dance.

Classes will be taught using games and exercises that encourage strength building, flexibility, 
and coordination. Students learn basic (individual and partner) Capoeira movements, simple Capoeira songs
